For a challenge, please also try a book from the next stage up.

As well as reading the texts, please use the following ideas to support discussions about what he or

she has read:
Before reading, talk about what they think will happen in the story or what the text will be about.
Talk about whether he or she likes or dislikes a text, explaining why.
Stories: Ask your child to re-tell the story in sequence. Talk about the main characters and talk about
words to describe the characters.
Non-fiction: Ask your child to talk about the key facts that he or she can remember.

Phonics - Session 2
» Mrs Janman’s apostrophe story:

Once there was a hungry apostrophe. On Monday, he ate all
the food in his house. On Tuesday, he ate all the food at his
mum’'s house. On Wzdnzﬁda%, he ate all the food in the corner
shop. On Thursday, he ate all the food in the market and on
Friday he ate all the food in the supermarket. But now it was
the weekend and he was still ravenous! Apostrophe started
looking for other things to eat and so he opened his story
books. He started to pick out letters from words to eat.
Whenever he gobbled up a letter he would leave a crumb
behind in the shape of a small apostrophe. This is why some
words can be contracted!

Phonics - Session 3

» For our final phonics session this week, we have added a contraction
home learning document as a separate file on the Lemur Class
webpage.

» Please work through one or more of the activities depending upon ho
long each activity takes you.

» We have also included some contractions flashcards that could be used
to play games at home. For example, you could print the flashcards, or
write them out, and cut them into individual words. You could then:

1. Muddle them up and see how quickly you can match the words to the
contractions.

Turn them upside down and play snap.
See how quickly you can sight read the contraction words.
Have an adult call out a contraction and try to spell it.
