Spelling strategies: 

 

Å Look, say, cover, write, check  

Å Segmentation strategy  

Å Quick write –  write as many words as possible in a certain time. 

Å Drawing around the word to show the shape. 

Å Drawing an image around the word. 

ÅWords without vowels. E.g. field = 

Å Pyramid words  

Å Rainbow writing

Grammar 

Apostrophes for contractions. 
 

You can use apostrophes to show that you have omitted (left 
out) some letters when you are joining words together. 

 
For example, you can join the words ‘you’ and ‘are’ together. You 

+ are = you're. The apostrophe takes the place of the removed 
letters. In this example, the letter a. 

 
Sometimes, however, you need to rearrange the letters a bit 

when you contract the words. For example: will + not = won't.
